2nd Day / Departure - Drake Bay / La Paloma Lodge. 
 

After breakfast and with your luggage all ready, we will drive 15 
minutes to the Pavas Airport.  
 
Your flight is set to departure 8:15 AM with Nature Air, but you 
will need to be at the airport 45 minutes before departure, so our 
staff will pick you up at 7:00 AM. Please make sure that you all 
have breakfast by that time. If for some reason you do not have 

time for breakfast, or if breakfast is not ready by that time, we have set up fruit, juices and other at La 
Paloma Lodge so you can have breakfast when you get there.

La Paloma Lodge nests atop a high bluff overlooking the Pacific Ocean 
and nearby Caño Island, in Costa Rica's isolated Drake Bay. 
 
The resort is spread over 12 richly landscaped acres and surrounded by 
dense tropical rainforest. We have planted hundreds of plants and trees 
that are not only lovely to see but also attract a variety of birds and 
wildlife. 
 
Scarlet Macaws soar overhead, nesting nearby. Toucans  can be heard 

calling each other from the depths of the rainforest.  Hummingbirds feed on the brilliant heliconia. White 
faced monkeys lunch on ripe mangoes, and lizards bask in the sun. The sounds of the jungle surround 
you. 
 
All of the rooms and ranchos at La Paloma are furnished with queen 
and single orthopedic beds, hot water showers provided by solar and 
propane heaters, and ceiling fans. 
Each also boasts an artistically tiled private bath, expansive balconies 
with hammocks, varnished hardwood floors, and a breathtaking view of 
the Pacific. The Lodge faces west, the perfect direction to catch a 

magnificent sunset over Caño Island. 
 
  
We are fortunate to be graced with the prevailing westerly trade winds, 
cooling the Lodge and allowing for ideal sleeping conditions. Our seven 
deluxe ranchos are spread out amongst lush vegetation maximizing 
privacy and seclusion. Each rancho is perched on points overlooking 
the vast Pacific; our open-air ranchos allow you to be lulled to sleep by 
the rhythm of the surf and awoken by the symphony of the rainforest 
 
 

 
3rd Day - At La Paloma Lodge. 
 
The reservation at La Paloma Lodge includes ½ day t our to Corcovado National Park. Please advise the 
hotel the day that you want to do this tour. 
 

Corcovado National Park has been cited by National Geographic as "one of the most 
biologically intense places on earth" and our guided tours of the park are sure to prove 
them right. 
Our bilingual resident guides are some of the best Costa Rica has to offer. They are 
well versed about local flora and fauna and everyone comes away from this tour with 
great tidbits and a working knowledge of the history of the area. 
Corcovado National Park, also known as the 
Amazon of Costa Rica, spans over 100,000 
acres of virgin and secondary rain forest. A 20 
minute boat ride from the Lodge will land you at 
the northern entrance to the park. Trails begin 
along pristine beaches, wind through deep rain 
forest, and follow riverbeds to magnificent 
waterfalls and swimming holes. This is a full 

day tour including a picnic lunch, transportation to and from the 
Lodge, and a guide. Boas, scarlet macaws, reptiles, and several 
species of monkeys are creatures you might chance to see. 
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Day 4 - at La Paloma Lodge. 
 
The reservation at La Paloma Lodge includes 1 full day tour to Isla del Caño National Park. Please adv ise 
the hotel the day that you want to do this tour. 
 

If you do not want to take the, we suggest a tour around the property to 
watch the birds, the flora and fauna or Just stay on the beach. 
 

Caño is a full day tour and includes guides, a picnic lunch, snorkeling equipment, 
and transportation to and from the Lodge.  
 

The Isla del Caño 17 km. due west of Marenco. The island and its environs invite 
study from several points of view. It is Costa Rica's largest concentration of coral-
building organisms along the Pacific. Schools of tangs, jacks and needlefish 
present an ever-changing panorama to those who venture below the surface. 
Boring sponges, Diadema sea urchins, sea cucumbers, many crustaceans and 
calcareous alga mats and balls add to the variety of life found among the Porites 
and Pocillopora corals of these reefs.

When you arrive in San Jose, our transportation (or car rental) will be waiting for you. 
From there we will departure to Arenal/ La Fortuna where you will spend the last 3 nights. 

It should take 3 hrs.  The hotel is one of the few hotels on the foothills of the active Arenal 
Volcano and features very comfortable accommodations. The Hotel offers: Jacuzzi fed by 
the Hot Springs, big pools, water slides, volcano shaped kids' pool, basket ball court, 
restaurant, and crocodile farm. The Hotel is located just 6 kilometers (4 miles) from the 

village of La Fortuna, exactly where you can find the best views and located 5 kilometers (3.3 mile) from 
the Tabacon hot springs. 
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Day 6 – At Arenal Volcano Los Lagos Hotel 
 
Arenal is well known for different activities, and today you will get pick up at the hotel for: 

Arenal Volcano Tour (Silencio Trail) 

Free morning. 
 
In the afternoon, we begin the one and a half tour walk at 3:30 p.m. at the Silencio farm. Through the 
forest you have the possibility of spotting monkeys and a large variety of birds, including toucans. We 
end our walk with a refreshing beverage and a magnificent view to Arenal Volcano, where, with a bit of 
luck, you can see the lava of Costa Rica’s most active volcano (erupting daily since 1968). We conclude 
the tour by relaxing in the nearby natural hot springs, from where you also can see lava rolling down. 

    
 
Day 7 - Domestic flight to SJO / Los Lagos Hotel 
 
 

� For today we have a The Honeycreeper canoe trip. The tour 
takes place in a class II River, combination of small rapids 
and flat water, guided by expert with full knowledge of the 
habitat and birds life. It is a great way to continue your new 
experience in Costa Rica. 

� The tour start at 8:AM and finish at 1:30 PM. 
 
Our canoes are quiet & non-intrusive. They carry us into otherwise 
inaccessible areas and allow us to approach many animals including 
monkeys, crocodiles, and three-toed sloth's, along with many species 
of tropical birds. The rivers lead us through the splendour of the 
rainforests rich with the life of ancient trees, delicate orchids, and 
brilliant bromeliads. Join us and leave behind the pressures and noise 
of civilization.  

See you on the rivers around Arenal! 
 
 
Tour of the day: To start the day, we have a Canopy tour " The Zip Line Adventure”.  
You will get pick up at 8:AM, and will be in the canopy tour for around 2.5 hours.  

 It is a secure system of trails and zip lines, in the Arenal Rain Forest that offers 
visitors the opportunity to observe and appreciate the nature from different vantage 
points.  
To make it more fun we have incorporated some significant 
changes, such as metal platforms covered with mesh-covered 
and steel rails, which prevent falling or sliding.  
 
The tour includes 4544 feet of trails, eleven transversal cables 
(from 131 feet to 2525 feet) long, with panoramic view (360º) 
of the lowlands.  
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Day 8 – Back to San Jose departure to USA 
The departure will depend on your departure time. It will take us 3 hrs to be at Airport, if flight is late 
afternoon we will departure after breakfast, but if your flight is early morning we will need to spend the 
last night in San Jose to make sure you check in on time.
